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Group Packages in Greenwich

This spring a number of top Greenwich attractions are offering great deals on days out for groups. From historical tours to planetarium shows, there are plenty of attractions available for groups to enjoy at discounted rates.
Old Royal Naval College is offering a brand new package including a behind-the-scenes tour of the 140-year old Skittle Alley and Jacobean Undercroft as well as the magnificent Painted Hall and Chapel. The tour, including lunch, is priced from £19.50 per person. For groups with more specific interests, the Old Royal Naval College offers themed tours including “maritime history”, “architecture and royalty” and “movies and ghosts”.
The National Maritime Museum and the Royal Observatory offer guided group tours hosted by knowledgeable Museum staff. Visitors can learn all about current displays as well as the history and significance of the attractions. The one-hour guided tours cost £75 for groups (up to 15 people for the Royal Observatory tour, up to 20 for the National Maritime Museum.)
Art Deco Eltham Palace and Ranger’s House are joining forces to offer a combined guided tour. The “Glitz and Glamour” package includes a tour of Ranger’s House, an elegant Georgian villa in Greenwich Park and Eltham Palace, the luxurious childhood home of Henry VIII. The tour is priced from £14 per person for groups. 
Group visitors to London’s only Planetarium can expect to see breathtaking astronomical displays and learn all about planets, cosmic gas clouds, comets and shooting stars. Parties of ten or more can enjoy group rates of £5.20 for adults and £3.60 for children at the Peter Harrison Planetarium. 

For groups who want to explore Greenwich on their own terms with the help of knowledgeable guides, specialised walks can be arranged by the Greenwich Tour Guides Association. The guides will be happy to design a walk that fits the specific needs of your particular group. Prices vary depending on the tour route and number of people.
The Fan Museum is the only museum in the world devoted entirely to the history of fans and the art of fan-making. The collection includes more than 3,500 fans from around the world dating from the 11th century to the present day. For groups of 10 or more, admission to the museum is £2.50 per person with guided tours available at £5 per person including admission.

About Maritime Greenwich World Heritage Site  

Set alongside the Thames in south east London, the Maritime Greenwich World Heritage Site is home to a number of world-famous visitor attractions including the Royal Observatory, Greenwich, the Peter Harrison Planetarium and the Prime Meridian - longitude zero. The Old Royal Naval College, National Maritime Museum and Cutty Sark, currently under restoration, are also part of the World Heritage Site as are Greenwich Theatre, The Fan Museum, the Queen’s House, Greenwich Market, Greenwich Park, St Alfege Church and many vibrant bars, shops and restaurants. Close by is The O2 arena and British Music Experience.

Greenwich will be awarded Royal Borough status in 2012 and will also be a host borough for the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games with events taking place at Greenwich Park, North Greenwich Arena (The O2 arena) and Royal Artillery Barracks, Woolwich.

Greenwich is just 20 minutes from central London in Zone 2 of London’s travel network.  Maritime Greenwich is easily reached via the Docklands Light Railway alighting at Cutty Sark, or the Southeastern rail service from Cannon Street and London Bridge. Alternatively visitors can take a scenic riverboat tour from piers along the River Thames to Greenwich.
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
